• Damaged by: Minor impact to front 
of vehicle 

• Features: Plug-and-play design, so 
there’s no programming required 

Lane Departure Sensor Cameras 
• Function: Notify drivers if vehicle 

leaves lane without turn signal 
activated 

• Location: Top of windshield between 
rearview mirror and windshield 

• Damaged by: Extreme sunload and 
objects that hit windshield in the 
location point 

• Features: Plug-and-play design, so 
there’s no programming required 
(calibration may be required) 
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
